4. Education for Community-Based Planning:

We talk a lot about education in planning schools and very little
about what should be happening in high schools, and in elementary
schools, to prepare young people to participate effectively and
meaningfully in community planning initiatives and function as
responsible, caring members ofcivil society. The Urban Plan is an
arrangement between 23 graduate students and 45 seniors at
Oakland Tech High School. It aims to teach the seniors how to
become better stewards of their environments and to have the
confidence to engage the public planning process as citizens. The
program involved teaching the students the many things that go
into developing the urban environment: assessing physical and
social conditions, managing agendas, conflict resolution, collective
histories, and imagining something better. Exercises include role
plays, walking tours, lectures, group envisioning, introducing
people from local agencies and neighborhood groups, and
presenting final proposals at Oakland City Hall.

This final panel is intended to provide an overview of community­
based planning in relation to the case studies and discussions that
have preceded it. It will also open up the discussion to the wider
audience. providing an opportunity for audience members to share
their related experiences, both positive and negative. In keeping
with the intentions ofcommunity-based processes, the participants
will discuss possible directions for practice, and continue to build
a resource-sharing network that was started at ACSP 1996 in
Toronto, and the Planners Network Conference 1996 in Brooklyn.
