Light rail and bus

The first Twin Cities light rail line opened in 2004; stops include downtown Minneapolis, Twin Cities International Airport, and the Mall of America. The dorm is a 5-10 minute walk from the Cedar Riverside stop and the conference a brisk 15 minute walk. 

The Metrodome stop is a bit further but connecting buses bring riders to campus. Take the #16 or #50 buses eastbound (away from downtown) from the Metrodome Station.  Get off at Coffman Union, the first stop after the Mississippi River and Frank Gehry’s Weisman Art Museum.  Riverbend Commons is behind the Union.  Rapson Hall, the main conference site, is a short walk up Church Street, the intersection just past Coffman Union.
